Ogden Point Master Plan Survey goes live

Victoria, BC, Monday, December 1, 2009…  Greater Victoria Harbour Authority (GVHA) is seeking the public’s input into the development of the Ogden Point Master Plan. The master plan will have strategies for upland development for the next 20 years that do not compromise current and future port activities, are based on sound economics and include local First Nations economic development opportunities. 
Master Plan Vision: Ogden Point will continue to serve as a working port facility, with sustainable, flexible options that can respond to the ever changing opportunities and challenges of the future. Development at Ogden Point will be financially successful and serve as an economic development engine for GVHA, the Esquimalt and Songhees Nations, and the region.

GVHA is asking members of the public to fill out an online survey at http://www.victoriaharbour.org/ogdenpoint_masterplan.php. The survey questions are:

The deadline for surveys is Tuesday January 5, 2010. This survey is the first step of the Ogden Point Master Plan consultation plan. The plan includes opportunities for public input at several stages of the process, as well as targeted stakeholder consultation including a stakeholder advisory committee. The committee will provide GVHA Staff and CH2MHill consultants with planning advice for Ogden Point focusing on the economic, socio-cultural, and environmental sustainability of the facility. The committee will be comprised of individuals and professionals with a range of experience and perspectives including First Nations representation, James Bay residents, business, tourism, transportation and environmental expertise.
